octors Urge Farm Bill Reform
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Is the Senate ready to vote for healthy foods and healthy kids?
Healthcare professionals including the 6,000 doctors of the Physicians
Committee for Responsible Medicine have seen childhood obesity
rates skyrocket. Our children have never been at greater risk for
diabetes and high blood pressure.

But the proposed 2007 Farm Bill would channel billions of dollars in
subsidies to producers of sugar, oil, meat, and feed crops used to fatten
farm animals. And the federal government would continue buying
millions of pounds of high-fat meat products and dumping them on the
National School Lunch Program.

In June, the American Medical Association called for subsidies and
food assistance programs to be based on health considerations. e
President’s Cancer Panel echoed the call for reform.
